[bookmark: _GoBack]If a Child Shows Symptoms of Covid 19 within school
This is to be read in conjunction with The PHE SW HPT Flow Chart and the Government Guidance Implementing Protective Measures in Educational Settings
There are three key symptoms to be alert to
· A new, continuous cough
· A high temperature
· A loss of taste and/or smell
If a child or member of staff is displaying one or more of these symptoms
1) Escort the child to the Dartmoor suite – This should be done maintaining at least a two metre distance. The child can wait in the Dartmoor suite or outside. There isn’t a need for the staff member to go in with them. If they do need to go inside with them, then emergency PPE resources should be used. 
2) Office staff to be informed and phone call home made to collect the child and recommend a Covid 19 test is arranged. 
3) Child to remain in the Dartmoor suite until collected. They should be collected directly from the Dartmoor suite via the back gate. 
4) Contact PHE SW for advice and risk assessment. 
5) Deep clean of the Dartmoor Suite this should be done wearing PPE. 
6) The household of that child should go into self isolation until test result is back.
7) Test results for the suspected possible case. 
If the test result is negative then the child can return to the group bubble.
If the test result is positive, then the contact PHE SW for advice on whether the rest of the bubble needs to isolate and whether testing is needed for the rest of the bubble.  The government guidance says that the bubble should self isolate for 14 days. Latest advice (DCC email update FAQ 29th May) is that the bubble isolates once a positive test has been confirmed. No need to isolate prior to positive test confirmation.
