Dear Parents/Carers, 
			We hope you are well and staying safe. As promised here is some further information for the return of children in years R, 1 and 6 in addition to the Key Worker children next week. 
Just to clarify – reception children and year 1 will be in school each day once they have started. It is only year 6 that will be part time. 
We have put together a video to show the new drop off and pick up routines for each year group which is available on our YouTube channel at https://youtu.be/sFdHCDULQG4 or go to our YouTube channel. 
Children should come to school in uniform, but they should wear trainers. This is so they have better footwear for being outside. They should also bring a named sunhat in each day or bring one in and leave it in school. Please apply sun cream to your child each morning before school as they are likely to spend an increased amount of time outside. We will have stocks of factor 50+ Boots Soltan Kids suncream in school, which will be used to top up children during the day. A member of staff will dispense some into the child’s hand and then the child can apply it. If your child has an allergy to certain suncreams or sensitive skin, then please send them in with their own suncream on their first day in a named bottle. 
We would like to minimise things coming in from home and going home from school to reduce any possible transmission. Therefore, the children do not need to bring
· Their P.E. Kit
· Any toys, pencil cases, stationary, teddies, etc.
· A coat, unless it is raining or poor weather is forecast
· A drinks bottle or snack – these will be provided in school. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]A bag – other than a lunch bag.
· Home school diary, books and book bags
We will provide a toast and fruit snack each day for the children in all year groups. Children will be able to access water from the taps in class and will have clean cups provided for this. We feel this is better than having bottles coming in and home each day. 
Children in year 1 and reception can bring their scooters and bikes in and park them in the normal place. Those in year 6 and Key Worker groups can park them outside the front entrance. 
We would encourage as many children as possible to have a school lunch. The new menu will be out later this week, but we are trying to select the most popular items on the menu that can be served in disposable containers. If your child is going to have a packed lunch, then for children in reception and year 1, please can it come in disposable packaging. For Key worker groups and year 6 children, they can bring their normal packed lunch bag as they can store this on their table (as they will have their own table). 
I appreciate that there is a large amount of information coming out and lots of changes taking place so thank you for your patience and understanding.
