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Dear Parents/Carers, 
		We hope that you are well and staying safe. We are writing to confirm arrangements for the part time return of children in year 6 from next week. The following information only applies to those children in year 6 who have not already been in school this week as key worker children. 
Following the parental survey and a number of year 6 children already in school as key worker children, we anticipate that we only require up to 15 places, therefore we will be creating just one year 6 group bubble at this time. This will be on Wednesdays and Thursdays with Mrs Jarvis and another member of staff. 
The children in year 6 need to arrive at 9:15am. Because they are walking in themselves and there are no others accessing the site at this time, they don’t need to use the one way system and can therefore use the crossing and walk up the footpath. If you do need to pick up and drop off, please can you wait near the crossing. A member of staff will be present to ensure they are collected. 
They will finish at 3pm and can walk down the footpath as usual. 
We are encouraging children to have a school dinner on these days. The menu is as follows:
Wednesday: Sausage roll or vegetarian sausages and curly fries with salad
Thursday: Meatballs in a tomato pasta sauce with pasta or pasta with a tomato sauce. 
They can bring packed lunch if you would prefer. 
Please ensure that they have a sun hat and have sun cream applied before school if sunny weather is forecast. We have sun cream in school to top up during the day as required. We will provide water and all stationary. They only need a coat in the event of poor weather. They can wear trainers. 
The group will be in Beech class and their outdoor area will be the top field, so that they have plenty of space to run around and play. They can bring scooters/bikes which can be left outside the front gate. They will enter the school through the office door. 
Finally, thank you for your patience and understanding during this time. We appreciate that this is not ideal and are sorry we are not in a position to offer full time for the year 6 children. However, we did want to try and offer them some time in school with their friends and peers. I must reiterate that this is our planned expansion of our provision, but it may be subject to late changes due to staffing. 
We look forward to seeing those who are returning next week and we will try to make “virtual” contact with those who are not returning. We have been in contact with the secondary school regarding transition and have begun the handover of information as we would normally. I understand that the secondary school have been in contact and there will be further information to follow from them.
